Enrollment in the EFMP ensures
maximum provision of services to the family
throughout the sponsor’s career.

Parent Training and
Information Center

Background

There are seven Parent Training and Information
Centers in CA. Each Parent Training and
Information Center (PTIC) is a parent-directed
non-profit 501(c)(3) organization funded by the
U.S. Department of Education, authorized under
the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act
(IDEA), and often enhanced by private sources.

Every state in the United States has a funded PTIC.

IDEA states that PTICs will provide parents of
children, ages birth through twenty-six with
disabilities, including low-income parents,
parents of limited English-proficient children,
and parents with disabilities, with the training
and information they need to enable them to
participate effectively in helping their children
with disabilities to:

» Meet developmental and functional goals, and
the challenging academic achievement goals that
have been established for all children;

« Be prepared to lead productive, independent
adult lives, to the maximum extent possible; and

« Provide training and information on parent
rights, responsibilities, and protections under
IDEA in order to develop the skills necessary
to cooperatively and effectively participate in
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planning and decision-making relating to
early intervention, educational, and
transitional services.
